Chairman, Municipal Council, Jhunjhunun Sh. Sudesh 

Ahlawat impart his focus on Capacity Building as he 

requested Sh. Purushottam Biyani for conducting 

Orientation workshop of Representatives and Officers of 

Jhunjhunun District. He said there is no end of 

expectations, we have to do work together for 

betterment of public, we need to develop infrastructure 

firstly and for that RUIDP work already is in progress, 

and very soon all will be beneficial to those services. He 

said that schemes would be easy to implement and less 

inconvenient to public, Sh. Ahlawat said that very soon 

water supply would be handed over to Municipal Bodies 

with deputed staff of PHED for technical support for 5 

years as well as constructing agency will do all 
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Operation & Maintenance upto 10 Years. 

2.  Issues and difficulties being 

faced by ULBs in 

implementation of schemes and 

to Suggest Solutions   

Academic Consultant, RSVK Sh. Purushottam Biyani 

while discussing the objectives of the workshop said 

these divisional level workshops are being organized to 

address real time issues coming up in implementation of 

projects & Schemes being run by LSG and pragmatic 

approach to resolve problems. Sh. Biyani briefly 

introduced various schemes of GoI & GoR i.e. 

PMAY/CMAY, MJSA, FSSM, SBM/SWM, Day-

NULM, Annapurna, LED street lights etc. He also 

discussed The issues and challenges in urban sector and 

the innovations which can be introduced for successful 

implementation of schemes and to overcome the 

problems in present scenario. Sh. Biyani shared that we 

should learn from other cities like Indore which is again 

remain at top in Swacchta Survekshan 2018. 

 

3.  Challenges of Urbanization and 

to Active participation of 

Representatives.  

The District Collector Sh. Dinesh Kumar said that india 

used to be Country of Villages but now urbanization is 

increasing day by day and now India has 31% Urban 

Area in total which may increase up to 80% to 90 % in 

future.  Sh. Dinesh Kumar said that we have to work 

together for better future of our Indian system and for 

that firstly we need to provide infrastructure to every 

citizen, He asked participants to give their feedback 

regarding projects, Programs and other government 

schemes being implemented in Jhunjhunun District. He 

said that Elected Representatives have regular feedback 

from communities and are aware of community issues 

and their problem so their feedback can be very 

important for the project and making the policies for 

urban population. He expressed his views that a lot of 

things can be learned in such orientation programmes 

which are useful in speedy implementation. 

 

4.  Issues in Implementation of 

Schemes, upcoming 

Methodology. 

Sh. Aslem Sher Khan, Deputy Director Regional 

discussed that Under Swacch Bharat Abhiyaan we need 

to make Personal as well as Community Toilets, Solid 

Waste Management would be prior in this year and we 
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have to work at our own level for SWM, The door to 

door collection was a challenge in rajasthan but now itôs 

being done by ULBs, other than that we have to collect 

dry and wet waste separately, dustbin distribution must 

be done by Municipal Boards and fine should be taken 

from people who violets the rules continuing he said 

that we can also take help of NGOs, and can Insist 

people at their home to put their waste in dustbins or in 

dumped vehicles. Sh. Aslem said that we have to ready 

for Rain Season cause rain water harvesting is necessary 

and for that we need to maintain and renovate our 

traditional water resources like bawri, johad etc. for rain 

Plantation are must as quoted that ñTrees gets Rain but 

Rain not gets Treesò the greenery area in Jhunjhunun 

has increased by 5.4 % to 1.4%.  

 

5.  The Money is being Charged in 

the form of Survey under 

PMAY/CMAY without any 

information. 

According to Chairperson Bagad the Money is being 

charged in the form of Survey under PMAY/CMAY 

without any information to them by Council. 

¶ Sh. Biyani Said that there is no such surveys 

under this scheme even its already specified for 

whom the scheme  and who can own the benefits 

of PMAY/CMAY, he also Suggest not to pay 

anyone for such surveys until no information 

given by Council. 

 

6.  Rain water Harvesting for 

Completing future needs 

Representatives said that Drinking water issue is being 

increase day by day people doing protest as lack of 

water supply in their areas. 

¶ DDR, Sh. Aslem Said that we need to Prepare 

for Rainy season, Water harvesting is one of the 

best solution and by this we can harvest water 

for a long term as well as Construction of Johad 

is another solution for harvesting the rain water, 

He also Insisted for Plantation. 

 

7.  Waste Collection vehicle is not 

coming in some wards, Plastic 

Polythene must be banned. 

Commissioner Sh. Vinay Pal said that now council has 

started zone based waste collection method and for that 

new collecting vehicle with GPS has started in town, if 
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no vehicle is coming ward representatives can reach to 

Council. He said that Polythene is already banned in 

Jhunjhunun and Recyclable cloth bags have been 

launched by municipal council and people can get it 

from the council. 

8.  LED lights maintenance in 

Jhunjhunun.  

Sh. Vinay said that now we have owned 2-3 vehicles for 

maintenance of LED lights earlier one vehicle is 

assigned for LED lights maintenance in Jhunjhunun. 

9.  Linkage of different schemes 

and coordination between 

different departments should be 

improve.  

Some participants said there is lack of coordination 

between different departments. It was urged that line 

departments should be taken into confidence before 

implementation of project works So that road cutting 

and other public inconvenience can be decrease. 

 

10.  Active involvement of elected 

representatives will give better 

results in projects  

Chairman, Jhunjhunun said the active involvement and 

intervention of elected representatives will give better 

result in their towns. The views of ward councilors, 

chairpersons reflect the public views. 

 

11.  Community problems due to 

execution of the project 

Participants raised the problems of the community 

Problems while execution of Sewerage Works and 

awareness to execution of different government 

projects, delayed works, road restoration etc.  

 

¶ Sh. M.L.Meena, SE, RUIDP said that due to lack 

of labor the work was being slow now work is in 

full progress and also agreed that IEC activities 

and constant touch with the people will improve 

situation. 

12.  Exposure visit to successful 

working systems of SWM, 

Swacchta and FSSM and 

Solution to Capacity Building in 

Urban. 

Dr. Reepunjaya Singh, Professor Urban Development, 

HCM RIPA while summing up the sessions said that 

Quality of works during execution and of completed 

assets was a major issue and it was felt that public 

representatives may play a pro active role so it was 

decided that exposure visits should be planned on 

successful working systems of SWM, Jal Swavalamban, 

Faecal Sludge Septage Management and Swacchta 

Progress. These exposure visits will be helpful to 

implement projects in other towns. Dr. Reepunjaya 
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Singh also discussed the solution to Capacity Building 

in Urban Development being done by RSVK and shared 

its current status as it is going to be Center of Excellence 

in Capacity Building in Urban. He discussed the various 

innovative ideas to the current issues i.e. Water 

Harvesting, Electicity Generation, New Resources of 

Energy, Environment etc. He also request participants to 

share their best practices/innovations/ideas which can be 

passed on by us. 

 

13.  Active participation of 

participants in the workshop 

Vote of Thanks was given by Sh. Purushottam Biyani, 

Academic Consultant, RSVK HCM RIPA, He 

appreciated the active involvement of the participants in 

making this workshop successful he also extended 

thanks all the experts of the program who give their 

valuable time to this workshop.

1. Participants said that orientation workshop was useful for them. These kinds of workshops 

should be conducted regularly. 

2. Participants assured that even after declaring the ODF theyôve to work for make it 

Sustainable. 

3. Swacchta should be the first priority of councilor, ward member as well as the citizens, Door 

to Door collection and separation of Wet and Dry waste.   

4. Plantation and Rain water harvesting is Important for completing future needs. 

5. Restoration of Traditional Water Resources is necessary also construction of Johad is in 

need. 

6. Pending projects needs to be completed at the earliest and timely completion of project works 

should be the priority. 

7. The implementation of projects must be according to the master plan of that city or town so 

that public inconvenience can be decreases.  

8. Better coordination between line departments. 

9. IEC should be intensified for urban projects and programs so that information reaches to the 

community.  

10. Public representatives should focus and ensure on community participation in the project.
